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CVIAQ held a meeting on 9th June to discuss an industry proposal for Performance Based Standards (PBS) Blueprint 

Vehicles (pre approval of a particular innovative vehicle under PBS) and receive industry feedback. 

 

The meeting was attended by representatives from the National Transport Commission, ARTSA Executive Officer Mr 

Rob Perkins and CVIAQ Staff and Members.  The meeting discussed the concept of Blueprint Vehicles and the 

availability of designs once approved.  

 

CVIAQ CEO Mr Brett Wright advised the meeting that industry needed to focus on the most innovative designs that 

would boost productivity and have the maximum impact on the road freight task. 

 

After consideration of the potential gains a number of designs were identified and these were recommended to the 

NTC for consideration as possible Blueprint Vehicles. These vehicles included quad axle semi trailers with steerable 

and lift-able axles, twin steer tridem drive rigid truck, short B-Triple and tridem drive semi trailers.

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The CVIAA / TIC Industry Code 26m B-Double Plating 
Requirements  April 2006 has now been accepted by all 
States. This document clearly sets out the requirements 

for plating of 26m B-Double prime movers and 

attachments. 
 

Now that clear guidance is available on these 

requirements the State transitional schemes for 

providing permits to operate B-Doubles at 26m will begin 

to be withdrawn. 
 

The NSW RTA have advised that the transition period 

that permits 26m B-Doubles in NSW to demonstrate 

compliance with the operating conditions of the 26 Metre 

B-Double Exemption Notice by way of a letter from the 

original vehicle manufacturer, expires on Friday 30th 

June. To download the exemption notice visit 

http://www.rta.nsw.gov.au/heavyvehicles/downloads/per

mitnotices/permit_notices_dl1.html 
 

From Saturday 1st July, these letters will no longer be 

accepted as evidence of compliance. The vehicle and any 

relevant protrusion must be fitted with the relevant 

Approval Plates. 
 

B-Doubles that exceed 25m in length that are not fitted 

with the relevant Approval Plates will be deemed not to 

be compliant with the 26m Notice. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Tuesday 18th July 
 

Members are invited to attend an information night on Tuesday 18th July on the Concessional Mass 

Limits (CML) scheme recently introduced at a national level following approval by a majority of 

transport ministers at the June  Australian Transport Council meeting. 
 

The introduction of CML affects all members who are involved with specifying customer or fleet 

vehicles and combinations and also the maintenance of eligible vehicles. 
 

The new Concessional Mass Limits have been introduced to maintain current productivity levels 

following the introduction of reduced weighing tolerances from 1st July 2006. 
 

Concessional Mass Limits are only available to NHVAS accredited operators who also have an approved 

suspension maintenance program in place.   
 

A comprehensive overview on suspension compliance requirements, Concessional Mass Limits and 

weighing tolerances will be provided by Mr Peter Rufford of the National Transport Commission.
